Referee’s Code of Conduct

Volleyball is played for enjoyment, health and social reasons. This code of conduct is a guide to the manner of behaviour expected from all participants. It is intended to assist everyone to obtain maximum benefit and enjoyment from their involvement in Volleyball.

1. It is the umpire’s responsibility to ensure the court is suitable for play.

5. The umpire must be punctual at all times.

7. Show respect to all players, officials and spectators.
